A Worcester fire lieutenant died after 
“heroically and selflessly” saving his 
crew from a four-alarm house blaze 
hours before he was supposed to leave 
on a Disney vacation with his family. 

Lt. Jason Menard and his team entered 
a burning home at 7 Stockholm St. 
around 1 a.m. on Wednesday in search 
for a reported trapped resident and 
baby, according to Worcester Fire 
Chief Michael Lavoie. 

 The firefighters gained entry into the third floor, where they became 
trapped by heavy fire conditions. 

“Lt. Menard heroically and selflessly saved his crew, helping a 
probationary firefighter to the stairs and then returning to rescue 
another trapped firefighter, assisting him out the window,” Lavoie said. 

The flames overtook the third floor and Menard was unable to escape, 
Lavoie added. 

“Firefighters on scene made courageous and valiant efforts under 
heavy fire conditions, complicated by extreme weather, including high 
winds and cold temperatures, to rescue Lt. Menard,” Lavoie continued. 

Menard and three other firefighters were transported to UMass 
Medical Center, where Menard was pronounced dead.      MORE HERE

Why a RIC Team is Important in Today’s Fire Service

Life safety on the fire ground is top priority not only for the citizens 
affected by the incident but also us as the first responders on the 
scene. By establishing that priority early on, it sets the tone for how 
firefighters can operate at that given scene. Each of us want to be 
safe and ensure we go home to our families and so do the ones 
overseeing the scene, they want and expect the same for us and 
themselves. Unforeseen circumstances could always arise in this 
line of work while working in an immediately dangerous to life and 
health (IDLH)atmosphere that could injury, trap or cause 
a firefighter(s) to go missing and because of this a dedicated team 
of specially trained firefighters or what we know as a rapid 
intervention crew (RIC), are to be established and maintained to 
rescue a fellow firefighter in distress. Going even further than that, 
this team must be incorporated into their incident management 
system and accountability system as per NFPA 2014. So what is the 
reason for this dedicated crew to standby incase a firefighter goes 
down? 

Here’s are 5 tragic events that changed the course of the fire service 
and opened the eyes for the need for rapid invention 
implementation. 
 
1. Columbus, Ohio on July 25, 1987. One firefighter fell through the 
floor into the burning basement, as conditions deteriorated and 

several rescue attempts using hoselines, ropes and ladders failed, 
rescue attempts were halted and this firefighter perished.   MORE 
 

About three and a half years ago, paramedic Susan Farren 
underwent major surgery for kidney cancer, and as she lay in the 
recovery room, one of her doctors told her that he had treated 
quite a few first responders with organ cancers. 

The comment stuck with her. 

“I went home and started researching it after getting out of the 
hospital,” Farren said, “and for the next year and a half, that’s 
what I did every single day. I researched organ cancers, heart 
attack, strokes, depression, isolation, substance abuse, suicide.”

Fire safety should be a concern 
for all businesses, but it is 
especially important at 
construction sites. Buildings 
under construction can often be 
more at risk to fire. Workers 
may have chemicals on site that 
are combustible and wind can 
frequently be present around 

Your unit is called to the structural 
collapse of a home. Upon your arrival 
the medical branch director advises 
you there is one patient identified, 
trapped in the basement. Rescue 
personnel advise you he’s been 
trapped for approximately four hours, 
and it will take another hour to  

unfinished buildings, which can quickly cause a blaze to spread. It’s critical 
that construction companies take the proper precautions to protect their 
employees as well as the areas where they are working from a fire. 
 
Common causes of construction fires 
Fires can start from any number of sources on a construction site, from a 
lightning strike to arson, and many of them can be difficult to contain. 
A common problem at construction sites stems from frayed extension 
cords that can start a fire, which can quickly spread to the variety of 
unfinished, flammable materials on site. Construction companies that are 
renovating older homes should be especially worried about the risk of fire, 
due to inferior building codes and materials.  MORE HERE 
 

extricate him. In the interim they have gained access to the patient so you 
can begin your assessment and treatment.  

You identify that the patient is a 36-year-old male, awake and talking to 
you and trapped under a pile of heavy rubble from the waist down. The 
patient has no prior medical history, appears anxious, and says he is in 
tremendous pain. He further says he feels cold. His airway is patent, and 
he does not appear to be in any significant respiratory distress. There is 
no visible bleeding noted. His current vital signs are heart rate 120, strong 
and regular; blood pressure 130/80; and respiratory rate 24. 

You consult with your partner to develop a game plan for treatment. 
Based on the assessment of your patient, you concur he should be treated 
for crush syndrome and needs pain management.
