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1 EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

This report documents a Phase | Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) performed by Kleinfelder,
Inc. (Kleinfelder) for Costco Wholesale Corporation (Costco / Client), of a vacant property
consisting of Riverside County Assessor Assessor’s Parcel Numbers (APNs) 392-290-025,
392-290-026, 392-290-028, 392-290-029, and a portion of APN 392-290-051 (the Site). The
combined area of these parcels is approximately 26.03 acres, 16.45 acres of which will be
developed with the Costco Warehouse, fuel facility, and parking lot. The western portion of the
Site consists of land with no associated APN (see Figure 2). The Site is located northeast of
Interstate 215 (I-215) and Clinton Keith Road in the City of Murrieta, Riverside County, California

(see Figure 1).

This report was prepared using the ASTM International (ASTM) Designation E 1527-13, Standard
Practice for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase | Environmental Site Assessment Process
(the “Standard Practice”), the All Appropriate Inquiry (AAl) section of the Small Business Liability
Relief and Revitalization Act (the Federal Brownfields Law), and Costco’s Development
Requirements, Version 2018, revised October 26, 2018. The Phase | ESA findings include the

following:
» Portions of the Site (the lowlands surrounding hills) were historically used for agricultural
purposes since at least 1901. No structures have historically been located on the Site.

* North County Sand & Gravel, Inc. has been conducting mining operations at the Site since
2004.

* No off-Site facilities are considered likely to have affected soil, soil vapor or groundwater
beneath the Site.

This assessment has revealed no evidence of recognized environmental conditions (RECs),
historical RECs (HRECs) or controlled RECs (CRECSs) associated with the Site.

This report is subject to the limitations in Section 2.5. Deviations are discussed in Chapter 8 of

this report.
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2 INTRODUCTION

This report is a summary of work performed using the guidelines set forth in the Standard Practice,
and also as set forth in Costco’s Development Requirements, Version 2018, revised
October 26, 2018. This report also generally conforms to the Standard Practice’s suggested table
of contents. Minor format modifications have been made to the Standard Practice’s suggested

table of contents to assist in better reading and understanding the report findings.
21 PURPOSE

The purpose of this Phase | ESA is to identify, to the extent feasible pursuant to the scope of
services defined in our Proposal No. 20181442.001A/LH19C100602, dated September 4, 2019,
the Standard Practice and limitations discussed in this report, RECs, and other environmental

issues related to the Site.
As defined in the Standard Practice, a REC is:

“The presence or likely presence of any hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on
or at a property: (1) due to a release to the environment; (2) under conditions indicative of a
release to the environment; or (3) under conditions that pose a material threat of a future
release to the environment. De minimis conditions are not recognized environmental

conditions.”
As defined in the Standard Practice, a de minimis condition is:

“A condition that generally does not present a threat to human health or the environment and
that generally would not be the subject of an enforcement action if brought to the attention of

appropriate governmental agencies.”

The 2013 Standard Practice also introduced the designation of CREC. As defined in the Standard
Practice, a CREC is:

“

. a recognized environmental condition resulting from a past release of hazardous
substances or petroleum products that has been addressed to the satisfaction of the
applicable regulatory authority (for example, as evidenced by the issuance of a no further
action letter or equivalent, or meeting risk-based criteria established by regulatory authority),

with hazardous substances or petroleum products allowed to remain in place subject to the
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implementation of required controls (for example, property use restrictions, activity and use

limitations, institutional controls, or engineering controls).”
The 2013 Standard Practice defines an HREC as:

“...a past release of any hazardous substances or petroleum products that has occurred in
connection with the property and has been addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable
regulatory authority or meeting unrestricted use criteria established by a regulatory authority,

without subjecting the property to environmental controls.”

The final decision regarding whether a past release is an HREC rests with the environmental
professional (EP), and will be influenced by the current impact (if any) of the past release to the
Site.

This report describes Kleinfelder's assessment methodology and documents its findings, subject

to the limitations presented in Section 2.5 of this report.
2.2 DETAILED SCOPE OF SERVICES
The following sections describe Kleinfelder's work scope:

» Section 2, Introduction, includes a discussion of the purpose/reason for performing the
Phase | ESA, additional services requested by the Client (e.g., an evaluation of business
environmental risk factors associated with the Site), significant assumptions (e.g., property
boundaries if not marked in the field), limitations, exceptions, special terms and conditions
(e.g., contractual), and user reliance parameters.

» Section 3, Site Description, is a compilation of information concerning the Site location,
legal description (if provided by the Client), current and proposed use of the Site, a
description of structures and improvements on the Site at the time of Kleinfelder’s
assessment, and adjoining property use.

» Section 4, Records Review, is a compilation of Kleinfelder’'s review of several databases
available from Federal, State, and local regulatory agencies regarding hazardous
substance use, storage, or disposal at the Site; and for off-Site facilities within the search
distances specified by the Standard Practice. Records provided by the Client are
summarized, and copies of relevant documents are included in the appendices of this

report. Physical setting sources (including topography and soil and groundwater

conditions) and typical Client-provided information (e.g., title records, environmental liens,
specialized knowledge, valuation reduction for environmental issues, and owner, property
manager, and occupant information) are also summarized. Other interviews with people
knowledgeable about the Site (including the Client) are included in Section 7.

» Section 5, History of the Site, summarizes the history of the Site and adjoining properties.
This Site history is based on various sources, which may include a review of historical
aerial photographs, Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps, city or suburban directories, historical
topographic maps, building department records, and results of previous Site assessments
(if any and reasonably ascertainable).

» Section 6, Site Reconnaissance, describes Kleinfelder's observations during the Site
reconnaissance. The methodology used and limiting conditions are also described.

» Section 7, Interviews, is a summary of telephone and personal interviews performed with
“Key Site Managers” that may include the Site owner/manager, occupants/tenants, local
government officials, and the Client. Additional interview sources may be contacted if Key
Site Managers were not available prior to production of this report, and may include
adjoining landowners and people with historical knowledge of the area.

» Section 8, Evaluation, is a presentation of findings and opinions regarding the information
provided in Sections 3 through 7, and presents the conclusions regarding the presence of
RECs connected with the Site, and Kleinfelder's recommendations.

» Section 9, References, is a summary listing of the resources used to compile this report.

A statement of qualifications of the signatories of this report is provided in Appendix A of this

report, and pertinent documentation regarding the Site is included in Appendices B through D.
2.3 ADDITIONAL SERVICES

Kleinfelder's scope of services as part of this Phase | ESA did not include Standard Practice
non-scope evaluations of cultural, historic, and archaeological resources; environmental
regulatory compliance; wetlands and surface water; and threatened, endangered, and other
protected species that may be required for a Phase | ESA pursuant to Costco’s Development
Requirements publication (revised October 26, 2018). In addition, the Phase | ESA did not include
an assessment for ACMs, radon, LBP, lead in drinking water, molds and mildews, indoor air
quality, industrial hygiene, health and safety, and other Standard Practice non-scope
considerations not described herein. No additional services were provided by Kleinfelder for this
Phase | ESA.
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24 SIGNIFICANT ASSUMPTIONS

Kleinfelder does not guarantee the accuracy of information supplied by its sources, but reserves
the right to rely on the information in forming a professional opinion regarding the potential for
contamination at the Site. It is assumed the Client provided Kleinfelder all applicable and available
environmental records and specialized knowledge in its possession regarding the Site. Kleinfelder

has not made other significant assumptions during the performance of this Phase | ESA.
2.5 LIMITATIONS AND EXCEPTIONS

Phase | ESAs are non-comprehensive by nature and may not identify all environmental problems,
and will not eliminate all risk. This report is a qualitative assessment. Kleinfelder offers a range of
investigative and engineering services to suit the needs of its clients, including more quantitative
investigations. Although risk can never be eliminated, more detailed and extensive investigations
yield more information, which may help the Client understand and better manage risks. Since
such detailed services involve greater expense, Kleinfelder asks its clients to participate in
identifying the level of service that will provide them with an acceptable level of risk. Please

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3 SITE DESCRIPTION

The Site description is presented in this section and describes the condition of the Site at the time
of the Phase | ESA. The Site location is shown on Figure 1. Tables 3-1 through 3-4 summarize

the physical characteristics of the Site and adjoining properties.
3.1 LOCATION AND LEGAL DESCRIPTION

The information presented in Table 3-1 denotes the physical location and legal description of the
Site. This information was obtained from review of various maps (such as topographic maps and
tax assessor maps), aerial photographs, public records at City and/or County offices, interviews,

and/or information provided by the Client.

3.4 CURRENT USES OF ADJOINING PROPERTIES

Kleinfelder performed a brief drive-by survey of the properties immediately adjoining to the Site
on September 16, 2019. A summary of the observations regarding the surrounding properties is

presented in Table 3-4 and shown on Figure 2, Site Vicinity Map.

Hazardous materials and petroleum products were not observed to be stored on adjoining Site
properties. No other environmental conditions were apparent on the adjoining properties at the
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time of Kleinfelder’s site reconnaissance. Based on our observations, the adjoining properties are
not likely to adversely affect the Site.
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4 RECORDS REVIEW

41 STANDARD ENVIRONMENTAL RECORD SOURCES

The purpose of the records review is to obtain and review records that would help to evaluate
RECs in connection with the Site and bordering properties. Federal, State, and local regulatory
agencies publish databases or “lists” of businesses and properties that handle hazardous
materials or hazardous waste, or are the known location of a release of hazardous substances to
soil and/or groundwater. These databases are available for review and/or purchase at the
regulatory agencies, or the information may be obtained through a commercial database service.
Kleinfelder contracted a commercial database service, EDR, of Shelton, Connecticut, to perform
the government database search for listings within the appropriate Standard Practice minimum
search distance of the Site, and the distances set forth in Costco’s Development Requirements,
Version 2018, revised October 26, 2018. Kleinfelder provided EDR with a Site map to incorporate
the search distances from the Site boundary. Included in the EDR Radius Map™ Report with
GeoCheck® (EDR, 2019b) is a listing of specific databases outlined by the Standard Practice. A
listing of the search distances, databases evaluated, dates the databases were last updated, and
types of information contained in each database are included in the regulatory database search

report provided in Appendix B of this report.

EDR utilizes a geographical information system to plot the locations of reported spills, leaks,
incidents, etc. Kleinfelder reviews this information to help establish if the Site or nearby properties
are listed in the databases and lists. Each of the listings was reviewed by Kleinfelder to assess
whether the corresponding property details included in EDR’s report revealed a potential
environmental impact to the Site. Many listings in the report were concluded not to have the

potential to impact the Site based on the following, or a combination thereof:

» The listed property is located at a distance where the facility is unlikely to impact the Site
based on Kleinfelder's evaluation of the relevant data in EDR’s report and knowledge of
the Site vicinity.

» The listed property is located in a down-gradient or cross-gradient direction from the Site,
based on the anticipated direction of groundwater flow at the property being evaluated,
and is located at a distance such that it is unlikely to impact the Site. Note that groundwater
flow direction, based on review of available information, may vary in the immediate Site
vicinity to the southeast. Judgements as to down- or cross-gradient direction are best
made if groundwater flow direction information is available for a specific property.
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* The listed property is identified in the underground storage tank (UST) or Resource
Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) Small Quantity Generator (SQG) databases and
does not immediately adjoin the Site. The property is furthermore not listed in other
databases that report a release of a hazardous substance or petroleum product and/or is
not listed as having environmental violations. The listing of a facility in these databases
alone is not indicative of an unauthorized release.

» The listing for the facility suggested a short-term release occurred (e.g., from incidental
traffic accidents or involving limited quantities of chemicals from illegal drug labs found at
residences), with associated response actions completed.

» The quantity of the hazardous substances or petroleum product released from an off-Site,
non-adjoining facility was not judged to have resulted in contamination above the most
stringent criteria requiring regulatory action. Therefore, no impact to the Site is anticipated.

» The listed property record indicates that the property was characterized, the reported
release affected soil only, the listed property was not on or adjacent to the Site, and the
release was not recognized as indicative of area-wide conditions or was characterized as
a soil removal action only.

* The listed property record indicates that contamination on the property is limited to
relatively non-mobile contaminants, including polyaromatic hydrocarbons (PAHs) and
metals, in soil only, on a non-adjacent property.

» The listed property record indicates that the case for the property has been closed to the
satisfaction of the designated lead regulatory agency, and residual contamination, if
present, is not considered likely to affect the Site based on one or more of the criteria
mentioned in the bulleted items above (a condition referred to by the Standard Practice
as an HREC).

Based on these criteria indicating no material threat of a release that affected the Site and/or no
release that could require future regulatory agency oversight, the listings concluded not to have
the potential to impact the Site were not evaluated further and are not discussed in the following

sections.
4.2 RESULTS OF DATABASE SEARCH

The remaining property listings were reviewed to assess whether these properties had
environmental releases that may have resulted in RECs in relation to the Site. If the listed

properties had a reported release which may have resulted in an REC, the property was further
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assessed by performing a review of agency files available via the GeoTracker™ website

(http://geotracker.waterboards.ca.gov/) of the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB)

and/or other relevant regulatory agency websites to evaluate whether the listed release

represents a potential impact to the Site.
4.2.1 Site Listings

North County Sand & Gravel, Inc. was mapped at the Site. This facility was listed in the US Mines
database. Based on observations made during Kleinfelder’s site reconnaissance, the Site’s listing

in the US Mines database does not represent a REC to the Site.
4.2.2 Off-Site Listings

Off-Site facility listings were reviewed to assess potential concerns to the Site. No off-Site facilities

were identified of potential concern to the Site.
4.2.3 Orphan List

Facilities not plotted by EDR due to poor or inadequate address information are referred to as

orphan facilities. No unmapped orphan facilities are listed in EDR’s report (EDR, 2019b).

4.3 OTHER RECORDS REVIEWED / AGENCIES CONTACTED

The following additional sources of environmental records were reviewed during this Phase | ESA
for the purposes of meeting the Standard Practice. Local regulatory agencies were contacted for
reasonably ascertainable and practically reviewable documentation regarding RECs present at
the Site and adjoining facilities. Summaries of interviews with local regulatory agency
representatives, when performed, are included in Section 7 of this report (with interview
documentation included in Appendix C). Information was obtained or reviewed from the following

agencies:

Mapping System (NPMS)

Information/responses from the agencies contacted and agency databases reviewed is presented

below:
4.3.1 South Coast Air Quality Management District

Information concerning air permits was obtained by Kleinfelder on September 6, 2019, from
published documents available on the SCAQMD’s internet  web site
(http://www3.agmd.gov/webappl/fim/prog/search.aspx) for download. North County Sand &
Gravel, Inc. was listed at 35998 Antelope Road in the City of Murrieta as an active facility. No

violations were listed for this facility.
4.3.2 City of Murrieta Building, Planning and Fire Departments

Kleinfelder submitted written requests to the City of Murrieta Building, Planning and Fire
Departments on September 6, 2019, regarding the availability of files for the Site address and
associated APNs. The City of Murrieta responded on September 6, 2019, that there are no current

or historical records for the Site APNSs.
4.3.3 Riverside County Environmental Health Department (CUPA)

On September 6, 2019, Kleinfelder requested records of USTs, aboveground storage tanks
(ASTs), hazardous materials, notices of violations, etc. associated with the address of
35998 Antelope Road. The Riverside County Environmental Health Department sent a response
letter on September 18, 2019 which stated the department has no records pertaining to the site

address.

4.3.4 State Water Resources Control Board, GeoTracker™ / Santa Ana Regional Water Quality

Control Board

Kleinfelder reviewed the SWRCB GeoTracker™ website (http://geotracker.waterboards.ca.gov/)

on September 10, 2019, for information pertaining to the Site and adjoining properties of concern.
No cases were reported that matched the location of the Site and no cases were listed for the

adjoining properties. A copy of the Geotracker™ search results is included in Appendix C.
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4.3.5 State Division of Oil and Gas

Information concerning oil and gas fields was obtained by Kleinfelder from DOGGR'’s Well Finder
database (http://maps.conservation.ca.gov/doggr/index.html). Findings from the map review are
discussed in Table 4-1, and a copy of the DOGGR well finder search results is provided in

Appendix C.
4.3.6 State Fire Marshal, Pipeline Safety Office

Pipeline information is available at the PHMSA's online NPMS website

(https://www.npms.phmsa.dot.gov). Kleinfelder researched pipeline information on the website on

September 10, 2019, for the Site and vicinity. Based on Kleinfelder’s review of the NPMS website,
no mapped natural gas transmission pipelines or hazardous liquid pipelines are located on Site

or immediate Site vicinity. A copy of the NPMS map is included in Appendix C.
4.4 PHYSICAL SETTING SOURCE(S)

Table 4-1 presents information concerning the physical setting of the Site. The information was

primarily obtained from published maps.

DATA GENERAL INFORMATION

Based on the United States Geological Survey (USGS) Murrieta
Quadrangle 7.5-Minute Series (Topographic) Map, dated 1979, the Site
USGS TOPOGRAPHIC | consists of two hills and surrounding lowland with elevations ranging
QUADRANGLE between 1,522 and 1,564 feet above mean sea level. The Site vicinity shows
a decrease in elevation to the south-southeast, towards the center of a
valley, and an increase in elevation to the west-northwest (USGS, 1979).
Based on the EDR Radius Map with GeoCheck, Physical Setting Source
Summary, the lowland areas around the two hills on the Site is underlain
Las Posas loam (silt-clay in the upper 20 to 29 inches, underlain by
weathered bedrock) soil units. The soil type on the hills was identified as
Las Posas stony loam (silt-clay in upper 5 inches, underlain by weathered
bedrock) (EDR, 2019b).
Information concerning oil and gas fields was obtained by Kleinfelder from
published maps available for download on the DOGGR’s internet web site
(http://maps.conservation.ca.gov/doggr/index.html). Kleinfelder researched
oil well information on the DOGGR website on September 10, 2019 for the
Site and Site vicinity. Based on Kleinfelder’s review, no oil or gas wells are
located on the Site or in the immediate Site vicinity.

The Site is located within the northern portion of the Peninsular Ranges

Geomorphic province, which is characterized by northwest-trending valleys,

subparallel to faults branching off the San Andreas Fault. The geology is

characterized as granitic rock intruding older metamorphic rock (California

REGIONAL Geologic Survey [CGS], 2002). The Murrieta quadrangle is diagonally
PHYSIOGRAPHY AND | crossed by the Elsinore Fault zone, which separate the Santa Ana Mountain
GEOLOGY block to the west and the Perris block to the east. The Site is within the

Perris block which consists of the south half of the Paloma Valley ring
complex (part of the Peninsular Ranges batholith). The Paloma ring
complex are pegmatite ring dikes emplaced in gabbro. The Site is located
on Cretaceous Gabbro (Kennedy et al, 2003).

The Site is located within the Temecula Groundwater Basin of the South

4.7 ENVIRONMENTAL LIENS AND USAGE LIMITATIONS

According to information provided in EDR’s regulatory agency database search report (EDR,
2019b), there are no liens pertaining to the Site listed in the Federal superfund liens list maintained
by the United States Environmental Protection Agency (US EPA), nor known recorded land-use
environmental deed restrictions pertaining to the Site listed in the State Liens Database.
Kleinfelder's review of the EDR Environmental Lien and AUL Search report (EDR, 2019a)
indicated no environmental liens or activity and use limitations (AULs) are associated with the
Site.

4.8 VALUE REDUCTION

As part of the Standard Practice process, information is to be gathered regarding the prospective
purchase price of the Site relative to its fair market value. If there appears to be a value reduction,
that reduction must be identified with respect to whether the difference may be attributed to
environmental degradation of the property. The Client notified Kleinfelder that the valuation of the

property reflects the fair market value.
4.9 OTHER INFORMATION / DOCUMENTS PROVIDED

No other information or documents were provided to Kleinfelder for review as part of this Phase |
ESA.
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5 SITE HISTORY

The history of the Site was researched to identify obvious uses. Historical land use was
researched to the first developed use, or back to 1940, whichever was earlier or readily available.

Table 5-1 summarizes the availability of information reviewed during this assessment.

5.1 SANBORN FIRE INSURANCE MAPS

Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps provide historical land use information for some metropolitan areas
and small, established towns. Kleinfelder requested EDR to search its library of Sanborn Fire
Insurance Maps for maps of the Site. EDR responded that Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps were
not available for the Site (EDR, 2017a).

5.2  AERIAL PHOTOGRAPHS

A review of historical aerial photography may indicate past activities at a property that may not be
documented by other means or observed during a reconnaissance visit. The effectiveness of this
technique depends on the scale and quality of the photographs and the available coverage. Aerial
photographs were obtained from several historical photograph collections through EDR (2017b)
and span a period of 75 years. A tabulation of the aerial photographs reviewed by Kleinfelder is
presented in Table 5-2. Copies of the aerial photographs provided by EDR are included in
Appendix D.

EDR provided The
EDR-City Directory Image Report (EDR, 2017c) which included a review of City directories
available for the years 1975 through 2013. No listings were identified for the Site.

5.4 HISTORICAL TOPOGRAPHIC MAP REVIEW

Kleinfelder obtained information regarding historical topographic maps of the Site vicinity from
EDR (2017d). The topographic maps reviewed for this assessment are listed in Table 5-3 and

copies of the maps are included in Appendix D.

5.5 BUILDING/PLANNING DEPARTMENT

No building records were available for the Site from the City of Murrieta or were found in the EDR
Building Permit Report (EDR, 2017e).

5.6 PREVIOUS ASSESSMENTS

Kleinfelder, 2017 Phase | Environmental Site Assessment, Proposed Costco Wholesale
Warehouse and Fuel Facility, Northeast of 1-215 and Clinton Keith Road, Murrieta, California,

December 1.

Kleinfelder performed a Phase | ESA of a vacant property, 14.08 acres of which will be developed
with the Costco Warehouse, fuel facility, and parking lot. The Phase | ESA determined there were
no off-Site facilities that were considered likely to have affected soil, soil vapor or groundwater

beneath the Site and no RECs were identified.

IWS Environmental, Inc., 2017, Val Vista — CK-17, Vacant Land, 8.23 Acres, NEQ Clinton Keith
Road and 215 Freeway, Murrieta, California, August 23.

A Phase | ESA was performed on 8.23 acres of vacant land that includes the western portion of
the property to be purchased by Costco. The area investigated included an abandoned portion of
Antelope Road, and vacant land between Antelope Road and the 1-215 on-ramp. According to
the author, the area investigated was undeveloped for over a century. No RECs were identified,

and no additional assessments were recommended.
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6 SITE RECONNAISSANCE

Kleinfelder's Phase | ESA activities included a Site reconnaissance. This section summarizes the

findings from the Site reconnaissance.
6.1 METHODOLOGY AND LIMITING CONDITIONS

Mr. Paolo Dizon of Kleinfelder performed a Site reconnaissance on September 16, 2019. The Site
reconnaissance included a visual inspection of the Site to assist in identifying the presence or
likely presence of hazardous substances or petroleum hydrocarbons under conditions that
indicate an existing release, a past release, or threat of release into structures, soil, groundwater,
or surface water at the Site (i.e., RECs). Observations of readily-apparent environmental
conditions are summarized in Table 6-1, and color photographs of the Site are presented on

Figures 3 through 5. The approximate Site boundaries are shown on Figure 2.
6.2 GENERAL SITE SETTING

The Site is approximately 26.03 acres of land located on the northeast of I-215 and Clinton Keith
Road in the City of Murrieta, Riverside County, California. Gravel and sand mining are presently
performed at the Site. It is located within an area developed generally for residential and

commercial use.
6.3 SITE OBSERVATIONS

Kleinfelder’s Site observations are summarized in Table 6-1.

6.4 RESULTS OF SITE RECONNAISSANCE

The Site is an active gravel and sand mining facility. Several sand and gravel stockpiles were
observed throughout the Site. The sand and gravel are continuously being removed from the Site
by trucks. Heavy equipment (e.g., excavators, loaders, etc.) are staged near the central portion

of the Site. A storage trailer within the staging area was observed to contain one diesel AST with
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a capacity of 1,000 gallons and three oil ASTs each with a capacity of 100 gallons. Also within
the staging area are a steel 1,000-gallon-capacity water AST, three empty 55-gallon drums, four
empty 5-gallon buckets, and two oil pails. A pole-mounted transformer was observed on the
northwest corner of the Site. The transformer was not labeled as to its PCB content, although the
transformer appeared relatively new, and no staining or leakage was observed at the base of the
transformer. Based on the apparent recent installation of the transformer, it is unlikely PCBs were
used. Storm water inlets were observed at the northwestern and southeastern corners of the Site.

Storm water drains into a catch basin which was observed on the southeast corner of the Site.

Evidence of discolored water, stressed vegetation, USTs, other ASTs, wells, pits, ponds, or

lagoons was not observed on the Site during the reconnaissance.
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7 INTERVIEWS

Key Site Managers are contacted to obtain current and historical environmental information

concerning the Site. The following sections highlight information revealed during the interviews.
7.1 INTERVIEW WITH CLIENT/OTHERS

Kleinfelder conducted an interview with Ms. Jenifer Murillo, Director of Real Estate Development
for Costco, on September 16, 2019. Ms. Murillo has no specialized knowledge or experience
related to the Site, nor commonly known or reasonably ascertainable information about the Site.

In addition, Ms. Murillo is unaware of the following:

* Environmental liens that are filed or recorded against the Site.
» Activity and use limitations that are in place on the Site or that have been filed or recorded
against the Site.

» Obvious indicators that point to the presence or likely presence of releases at the Site.
7.2 INTERVIEW WITH OWNER/MANAGER

Kleinfelder met with Mr. Michael LaPaglia, Site Manager, during the September 16, 2019 Site
reconnaissance. Mr. LaPaglia accompanied Kleinfelder for the whole duration of the Site visit.
Kleinfelder requested information on September 17, 2019, pertaining to a shavings stockpile that
is mixed with sand, and chemical inventory stored on Site, including capacities and contents of
ASTs located in a trailer. Mr. LaPaglia responded via email on September 24, 2019 stating that
there is one diesel tank with a capacity of 1,000 gallons, which remains empty at all times. There
is an empty steel 1,000-gallon water AST, three oil ASTs each with a capacity of 100 gallons,
three empty 55-gallon drums, four empty 5-gallon buckets, and two oil pails. Mr. LaPaglia also
provided a Compost Report from March 22, 2016 prepared by Wallace Labs which documents
the constituents of the shavings stockpile. The report indicates the levels of metals, pH and other
nutrients. The report does not indicate elevated metal concentrations and is not considered an
REC to the Site.

7.3 INTERVIEW WITH OCCUPANT(S)

See Section 7.2 above.
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7.4 INTERVIEWS WITH LOCAL GOVERNMENT OFFICIALS

Kleinfelder contacted City of Murrieta Building & Safety Division staff on September 18, 2019,
regarding records or relevant permits (e.g., building, air quality, well abandonment, etc.)
associated with the address of 35998 Antelope Road. Kleinfelder was informed that no records
are on file for the aforementioned address.
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8 EVALUATION

Kleinfelder performed this Phase | ESA of the Site consistent with the scope and limitations of the
Standard Practice, and in accordance with Costco Wholesale Development Requirements,
Version 2018, Revised October 26, 2018. The following sections describe Kleinfelder’s findings
and provide general background information about the Site. Findings address RECs, HRECs,
CRECs, and notation of de minimis quantities, as applicable to the Site. In summary, Kleinfelder’'s

assessment revealed the following information concerning the Site:
8.1 BACKGROUND
The following is a summary of Site background information:

» The Site is located within the area of the City of Murrieta on the northeast corner of the
intersection of 1-215 and Clinton Keith Road. The 26.03-acre Site includes parcels
identified as APNs 392-290-025, 392-290-026, 392-290-028, and 392-290-029, and a
portion of APN 392-290-051. The western portion of the Site consists of land with no
associated APN as indicated on Figure 2. The Site has been mined for sand and gravel
since 2004.

» Portions of the Site (the lowlands surrounding hills) were historically used for agricultural

purposes since at least 1901. No structures have historically been located on the Site.
8.2 FINDINGS AND OPINIONS
The following is a summary of the findings and opinions of this Phase | ESA:

» Although not considered a REC, the Site was historically used for agricultural purposes
from at least 1901 through 2004. It is common for residual concentrations of pesticides,
associated with application for pest control, to be present in shallow soils on former
agricultural sites. However, the Site is actively mined, and the elevation is being lowered
significantly. Therefore, the potential for further action to be required to address pesticides

is low.

* No off-Site facilities are considered likely to have affected soil, soil vapor or groundwater
beneath the Site.
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8.3 DEVIATIONS AND ADDITIONAL SERVICES

The scope of this Phase | ESA does not incorporate Standard Practice non-scope considerations,
such as ACM, radon, LBP, lead in drinking water, industrial hygiene, health and safety, ecological
resources, indoor air quality/vapor intrusion, and high-voltage power lines. No additional services

were provided by Kleinfelder for this Phase | ESA.
8.4 CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Kleinfelder has performed a Phase | ESA in conformance with the scope and limitations of ASTM
Practice E 1527-13 of a 26.03-acre Site located northeast of I-215 and Clinton Keith Road in the
City of Murrieta, Riverside County, California. Any exceptions to, or deviations from, this practice
are described in Section 8.3 of this report. This assessment has revealed no evidence of RECs
or CRECs associated with the Site.
